The five main components of the Tsunami
Aid Watch Programme

Component 1
Tsunami Aid Watch: A perspective applying
humanist and political principles for analysis.
Using the example of Thailand, this component aims to
Show and analyze some of the conflicts and their
reasons for arising during the reconstruction process in
the Tsunami aftermath
Analyze the fairness, stability and sustainability of
Tsunami aid structures. Especially regarding mid-term
rehabilitation and stabilization after the disaster and the
following crisis.

Component 2
Tsunami Aid Watch: Good practices.

The aim of this component is to

React constructively and appropriately to individual
cases described within the context of component 1 and
initiate remedial measures

To support the dissemination of information on
positive examples of the Tsunami aid process and
enhance the learning process based on these good
practices

Component 3
Book publication: International aid in the
process of Tsunami rehabilitation.
The aim of this component is to strengthen public
awareness of component 1 and link it to the international
context of Tsunami aid.

Component 4
Political elements of Tsunami Aid Watch
activities
The aim of this component is to enhance the international
relevance of all aspects of the Tsunami Aid Watch
Programme on the international stage and then link it to
Development Aid Watch and related civil society issues.

Component 5
The development of sustainable energy
production and sustainable, community based
ownership models

The aim of this component is to enhance the local
potential to use renewable energy in the Tsunami
reconstruction phase. Develop models for sustainable
ownership and long term income generation within the
Tsunami affected communities.
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The core mandate of
the  Heinrich  Ball
Foundation is to be an
advocacate of democracy and civic participation.
In its international activities the foundation
promotes sustainability, social development,
gender, trade and social justice, recognizing the
connection between economic policies and the
universality of human and civic rights.

On December 26", 2004 into this equation arrived
the Tsunami.

Some of our long term partners, like the
Sustainable Development Foundation and their
members in the South, were directly affected by
the wave and found themselves in need of the
most basic necessities of life. The Heinrich Boll
foundation responded to this need...
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The Emergency and its Aftermath
Soon after the Tsunami, funds for immediate disaster-
relief were re-allocated from the South East Asia core
Programme of the Heinrich Boll Foundation. These were
used by our partners for the recovery of livelihood in the
small fishery sector, funding the purchase of new boats
and tools for fishing.

Family Aid

Burmese migrant workers, many of them who were
working illegally and therefore without rights, were
victims of abuse in the Tsunami aftermath. They were a
particular group of concern requiring some emergency
assistance provided by the Foundation and its partners.
Emergency help given to Burmese migrant
communities included help to re-unite families, bringing
in monks to preside over ceremonies for the victims,
and generally helping with physical and psychological
aid for people to come to grips with their losses and
bereavement.

Assistance and other issues

From the very beginning it was apparent that the
rehabilitation process was not only a long term task, but
also highly political with a potential for conflict. Over the
months following our immediate aid it became apparent
that an economic divide existed. For example, a credit
of one million Euros to rebuild a hotel was made
available, whilst on the other hand some of the poor had
to sell their newly donated boats to finance the process
of replacing missing land-title deeds. The participation of
all the victims in the recovery process after the Tsunami
should be paramount.

Our Responsibilities

Since the disaster the Foundation’s Southeast Asia
Office has initiated a Tsunami Aid Watch Programme
that will — at least until December 2007 -  monitor
Tsunami aid packages and their implementation. TAW
is a special contribution to the larger Development
Watch initiatives that the SEA Programme of HBF has
been carrying out for many years.

The Programme

The Programme is divided into 5 components (see
overleaf) for its implementation in close cooperation with
various project partners, ongoing HBF activities and
Tsunami related NGOs. All aspects of this Programme
will be carried out by Southeast Asia Consult and
Resource Company Limited (SEA-C.R.) who are
responsible overall for its implementation and
conclusions.

Our goals

TAW goals are the systematic analysis of aid
development, aid structural deficiencies and its
processes on the basis of case studies examined in the
Tsunami recovery and rehabilitation activities. TAW will
link these results to the overall picture of Tsunami
recovery assistance in the region.

TAW will also help define a political perspective towards
the process of aid delivery in Thailand. Good practices
are actively supported. Links with and a comparison to
Indonesia and Sri Lanka will be established through the
Berlin office of the Foundation.
